Competitive Cheer Policy Sheet
Responsibilities of Parents:
-Students who arrive early are to remain in the waiting area, not on the equipment until the coach calls them out to the gym.
-Please do not interfere with the coaching of your child during his or her class time.  If you have a question, then please discuss your issue with the coach after class.
-Please encourage your child to be prompt and attend all classes.  There are no makeup classes for cheer.  It is important for each team member to attend every time in order to plan for routines, stunts, etc.
Attire:
-Shorts and t-shirt are fine with no pockets, belts or buckles.  No basketball shorts, oversize t-shirts or shirts showing the midriff are allowed.
-No jewelry is allowed in the gym.
-Hair is to be pulled back away from the face.
-Sports bras should be worn by girls who normally wear a bra.
Uniform:
Uniforms, if applicable, will have to be paid for previous to the order going in.  We will order once for the entire team.  Costs are carefully considered when choosing the uniform.  Measurements will be taken and sizing finalized before the order goes in.
Tuition:  $85/4 weeks ( 2- 2hour classes/week)
-Madison Gymnastics Center runs on a four week schedule.  Tuition is due by the tenth of every month for the current month (due on or before February 10th for the month of February).  We also post a sign on the door starting the 25th of every month as a reminder.
-Your tuition is paying for a spot in a class. If your child cannot make it, we will not refund for missed classes as this is already a greatly discounted class. There will not be make-up classes.
-If you have not paid your tuition by the 10th of the month, you will be charged a $5 late fee, and we will send you a statement in the mail.  If you have not paid by the 10th of the following month, your student will not be allowed back until your account is brought up to date.
-You are required to give a two week drop notice either by phone speaking with an office manager, or in person by signing our two week drop notice sheet.
-Your account will continue to be charged until we receive a two week drop notice or until the class has ended.  If the class ends, please notify us if your child would like to transfer to another tumbling or cheer class.
-You are responsible for your child’s tuition.  If your child is paying for his/her own tuition, please understand that you are ultimately liable until he/she is not a minor.
Severe Weather/Closures:
When severe weather arises, if we can walk out our front door, then we will be holding classes.  If you are unable to make it to class, please call early on and we will try to reschedule the class if most students cannot make it. Your tuition remains the same unless we cancel the class.
Illness/Injury:
-Please have your child stay home if they have had any of the following symptoms within 24 hours of their scheduled class time:  productive cough, runny nose, diarrhea, vomiting, headache, sore throat, or fever.  This is a courtesy to our coaches and our other students.
-In case of injury sustained at the gym, the coach must be notified as soon as possible and an injury report filled out.  We are not liable for injuries as stated in the liability waiver signed by each student’s parent.  Classes will be prorated for a doctor’s note indicating injury.  If it is at all possible to participate in class, your child is expected to be there so she can learn routines, etc.
-In case of injury sustained outside the gym, the office should be notified so we can make arrangements to be out of class if needed (as per doctor’s note), or to cancel the class as needed (no two week notice needed in this case, if notified right away).  You will be charged until we are notified of such injury.
Tardy/absence:
[bookmark: _GoBack]If you will be late, you must let Autumn or Valerie know ahead of time, or there will be conditioning consequences.  If you have to miss practice you must let the coach know as soon as possible (A week in advance at least unless it is an emergency).  Failure to notify a coach will result in severe conditioning.  Missing practice to go hang out with friends is not excused.  You must be sick or out of town.
